Script of Mr. Sanjay Nayar’s Speech

Hi, I’m Sanjay Nayar from Citi. I am going to talk to you for a few minutes about Habitat for Humanity.

At Citi worldwide we have been associated with Habitat for Humanity International for many years, in the US and many other developing markets, but primarily with the Jimmy Carter Work Programme, the most recent one which we had in Lonavala in 2006.

As a firm we contributed to this in a couple of ways. One was in terms of the monetary contribution. Just for your information we have contributed about 9 crores about 2.2 million dollars for this particular project. We also had 300 odd volunteers at the programme building the 100 homes in Lonavala and I’m sure you will all get a chance to see them.

If you look at it, housing is a major barrier for breaking the poverty cycle. As I’m sure you will all agree, it is one of the most critical things that comes in the way of elevating the living standards, education and just the basic requirements that a human being must have.

We feel very proud to be associated with this, and I do hope we are able to convince all of you to be able to contribute either in your individual capacity or through your organizations – through the community social responsibility activities that all of you take part in.
As Co-chair of Habitat for Humanity’s Advisory Committee, I do invite all of you to help us achieve our target goal for India. We have a goal of building 50,000 homes in India which will cater to about 250,000 people and that should really be done by about 2010.

It cannot be done by just a couple of us. I think we, all of us, should join hands in this project. Thank you very much and I look forward to your contribution.
